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Materials displayed in and around a classroom are generally considered instructional materials and 

must comply with board policy.  They may be selected by the classroom teacher but should be 

grade-level appropriate and align with the subject-matter being taught.  Materials or displays not 

meeting these criteria are subject to removal by the principal. 

 

Classrooms are not public forums for the display or distribution of political, religious, or personal 

viewpoints.  Employees may not use classrooms for posting or display of materials to promote or 

convey a political, religious, or personal message. 

 

This policy does not require a principal to remove photos, decorations, or other personal items 

from a teacher’s desk or surrounding area as long as the items do not disrupt the learning process.
